In this unit the children will be answering the question, why is our world wonderful? The children will name and locate the four countries in the UK and their capital cities, locate the seven continents and five oceans of the world and learn the four compass points. The children will learn to define and name physical and human features and take part in a local walk to plot features on a map including a key. 







RE
This half term in RE our theme of learning is Leaders. The children will build on their knowledge from previous learning about beliefs and begin to explore other types of religion. The children will look at understanding world views. 
Our collective worship theme this half term is Generosity.









DT
In DT, the children will be making solid structures. Linking with our Twisted Tales topic, they will be making a chair for Baby Bear. The children will explore stability and methods to strengthen structures as well as design and create their own chair. The children will assess and evaluate their work and find ways to improve their structure. 






Computing
In computing, we will learn about computer systems and IT around us. The children will begin to know the names of different IT systems and where and when they might be used. They will practice logging into the computers with support.

Music
In music, the focus will be call and response. The children will use instruments to represent animals, copy rhythms and create their own piece of music. The children will explore body percussion, using their hands to clap rhythms as well as using instruments. 




PSHE
This half term, our focus is Families and Relationships. The children will learn about members of their family and what makes a family. We will also look at friendships, feelings and the feelings of others.  We will remind ourselves and reflect on how to respond appropriately to issues that may arise within friendships.





PE 
This half term our PE focus will be Gymnastics. The children will learn a series of balances, rolls, jumps and different ways of travelling. The children will further develop their ability to perform controlled movements and balances. They will combine these skills to create short sequences. 





Science
Our focus in Science this half term is Animals including humans and their needs for survival. In this unit, the children will learn how to classify animals into groups, label parts of an animal and discuss an animal’s diet. 
The children will use terminology such as herbivore, omnivore and carnivore and compare the needs of different animals and their similarities. The children will build on their scientific knowledge of animals and begin to look at what animals need to survive and give reason for their explanations. 





English
Our writing focus this half term is Twisted Tales. The children will use familiar fairy tales to create their own versions. The children will focus on using correct SPAG as well as using noun phrases, commas in a list and subordination.

Recap letter formation – all letters
Guided Reading 
Our reading texts include, Jim and the Beanstalk,
Prince Cinders, The good little wolf, and The Last Wolf.
Phonics
Phonics Shed – recap Chapter 3 and 4a sounds.






Maths
Our focus in Maths this half term will be Place Value and Addition. The children will learn to recognise tens and ones in a number, partition numbers up to 100 and use a place value chart, write numbers to 100 in words, use a number line to estimate numbers and order and compare numbers. As well as this, the children will continue to deepen their understanding of number bonds to 20 and use this knowledge to create fact families and problem solve. We will work systematically to add lots of ten and add within and across ten. 
The children will continue to practise counting in steps of 2, 5 and 10 as well as begin to count in steps of 3.
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
